Handicap accessibility

There are twelve handicap
parking spaces on the Tennessee
Wesleyan College campus for over
900 students. Two of them are by
the tennis court, which makes them
almost unusable for most people on
campus, and two by Wesley Com-
mons, making them only accessible
to anybody that needs to get into the
Commons.

That leaves seven parking
spaces for the students who need a
place to park near their classes. The
number of reserved handicap spaces
meets only the minimum required
by the city of Athens. Several lots
have no reserved spaces marked,

including the lot for Townsend,
which houses the Student Services
offices. That is remarkably insuf-
ficient for the number of students
and faculty on campus.

Dean Mashburn said that he
was “slightly aware of the prob-
lem,” but the New Exponent’s in-
terview was the first time the issue
has been taken to him as a student
concern. There is a lot of planning
to expand the amount of parking,
which will be the reason for any
delay. How many and where to put
the spaces are the big questions.

There has also been a problem
with maintenance vehicles parking
in some handicap spaces, but it
was immediately rectified when
the problem was brought to Dean
Mashburn’s attention. Students

parking in handicap spaces without
apermit will be ticketed by campus
security.

Dean Mashburn is looking
for as much advice and input he
can get on this issue. And for ev-
erybody that needs these handicap
parking spaces, he would like to
get a crew together and propose
these changes to the administration
and student government as soon
as possible.

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Election wrap-up

After a long, demanding
election season, the ballots have
finally been tallied, and the United
States of America has a new Presi-
dent-elect. Barack Obama secured
victory by claiming 365 delegates
over Sen. John McCain’s 173
delegates in the Electoral College.
This decisive margin was achieved
through the capture of virtually all
of'the battleground states, including
several traditionally-conservative
states such as Florida, Indiana, and
Virginia.

At approximately 11:15
EST on the evening of November
4, Sen. John McCain addressed an
enthusiastic crowd of supporters in
Phoenix, Arizona. His concession
speech began with the announce-
ment that the senator had already
called and offered his congratula-
tions to Barack Obama for winning
the election. Supporters’ reactions
ranged from silence to angry boo-
ing, which was silenced by Sena-

Obama appeared in front
of an estimated crowd of 240,000,
accompanied by his wife and two
daughters. To his numerous sup-
porters, Obama insisted, “This is
your victory.”

While Democrats are
relishing the taste of their first
Presidential victory since 1996, the
GOP is struggling to regain its bear-
ings after disappointing finishes in
both the Presidential and Congres-
sional contests.

If you are finding yourself'in a
similar situation and would like to
get more involved with your new
community, then here are three of
Athens’ biggest festivals that will
be sure to get you out of your dorms
a during the year.

First, there is MooFest in May.
Taking place in historic, downtown
Athens, it is a celebration of the im-
portant role that the dairy industry
plays within our town. There are
many educational activities to teach
people about how agriculture sup-
ports our economy and community.
It has plenty of craft activities,
food, ice cream, and entertainment
to offer, various vendors to buy
unique gifts from and also the Ice
Cream Crankin’ contest and the
Dairy Recipe contest in which to
participate. Admission is $3, free to
children six and under. Be a part of
this celebration on May 30, 2009.

Next there is Pumpkintown,
a festival of history, harvest and
heritage in downtown Athens, in
the fall.

There are several opportunities
for learning the history of Athens,
with re-enactors from three wars
recollecting life back then, and the
annual Historical Walking Tour led
by gentlemen in full costume of the
past. Cherokee culture is also fea-
tured with storytelling and dancing.

The marketplace is full of booths
featuring fresh produce, barbeque,
funnel cakes, and pumpkin rolls, as
well as unique gifts of everything
from jewelry to hand woven quilts
and local artwork. Admission is
free for all ages. Check with the
Downtown Business Association
for next year’s date and times.

Wrapping up the year is the
Old Fashioned Downtown Christ-
mas. There are so many activities
to choose from, it is hard to know
where to start. First, there are trol-
ley tours given of beautiful historic
homes in downtown Athens. As
you round each corner you can see
a variety of shows, including per-
formances from the local jazz band
and hand bell choirs. A horse-drawn
carriage is set up to take visitors on
rides around the square to see the
lights, stopping at Knight Park to
see the Live Nativity Scene with
real reindeer. Little kids can see
Santa and his elves around the area,
and also at the Arts Center, where
you can participate in numerous
craft projects. Our own students at
Tennessee Wesleyan gave lantern
tours of the campus. You can also
enjoy a variety of holiday treats and
hot cider at Keith Manson and other
various areas, and have the pleasure
of browsing the local shops until 8
pm. Admission is free.

The college football season is
almost over. Just like last year, this
year’s games have been interesting,
to say the least. There is one thing
different about this year though,
despite Alabama winning games
and Nebraska giving up 70 points
a game (actually that happens every
game).
